Saturday, 07 July 12  
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RECIPE 
CAULIFLOWER AND CASHEW SOUP 

(serves 4) 
 

Ingredients:  
1/2 cup cashews - 1 tbsp olive oil 

1 onion, finely chopped 
1 tsp curry powder or turmeric 

1/2 head cauliflower, cut into florets 
300g sweet potato, peeled & cubed  

6 cups chicken stock 
1/2 cup cream - seasoning to taste - plus pappadams. 

 

Method: 
Place cashews on a kitchen paper-lined microwave-

safe plate. Cover with another sheet of kitchen paper. 
 

Microwave on HIGH power for about 1 to 1 1/2        
minutes or until golden. Chop roughly and set aside. 

 

Pour oil into a large microwave-safe bowl. Heat on 
HIGH power for 30 seconds. Stir in curry    powder 

and onions. Cook for 1 minute. 
 

Add cauliflower and sweet potato.  Cook for 1 minute. 
Stir in stock. Cook, covered, for 30 to 35 mins or until 

vegetables are tender. 
 

Purẻe with a hand blender or in a food processor. 
Blend in cream and seasoning. 

 

Reheat on HIGH power for 1 to 2 minutes. 
 Stir in cashews. Serve with pappadams.  

 

NB. I have not tested this recipe as yet. I am not a microwave user, 
so I question the 30 - 35 minutes part. Perhaps some one can 

enlighten me. The recipe was copied word for word.
