 “ONE CUP APPLE PUDDING”   
 

Ingredients: 
1 tablespoon pureed apple - 1 1/2 tablespoons S.R. flour 

1 tsp butter - 2 tsp sugar - 2 tablespoons of milk 
Pinch of mixed spice (optional) 

Method: 
Place apple in bottom of greased cup. Rub butter in to flour, add 

spice and sugar and mix quickly and lightly to a smooth  
batter with the milk. Pour on to apple.  

Cover with greased paper and steam, standing in boiling water in 
covered saucepan or in steamer for 20 - 25 mins. 

 

“SIMPLE APPLE TART” 
 

Ingredients: 
Frozen puff pastry sheet, quartered - 1 apple sliced thinly 

1 teaspoon icing sugar - melted butter for brushing 
Method: 

Preheat oven to 180° C. 
Place one quarter of the pastry sheet on a baking tray and prick all 
over with a fork. Layer apple on to pastry, leaving a 10mm edge for 

pastry to puff up. Brush apples with butter. 
Bake for 10 to 15 minutes or until pastry is golden.  

Allow to cool slightly, dust with icing sugar  
and serve with cream or ice-cream.
